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Independent political system in Iraq after the Y. YY protests
(Between Parliamentary and Presidential)

Nineteen years after the US occupation of Iraq, the Iraqi political system
is still being crystallized, and the institutional work and the structure of
institutions have not stabilized to this day, and the country's future direction
remains lacking in a guiding compass. Talking about the future of the Iraqi
political system, as the thinker Amer Hassan Fayyad: It is a talk about needs
and requirements And those needs and requirements have intellectual
dimensions, as they are physical dimensions, and with regard to the physical
and intellectual dimensions, building the future of the Iraqi political system
does not require minds other than the minds of its Iragi people, nor for a
history other than the history of Iraq, nor for a geography other than the
geography of the one united Iraq. This future, in its intellectual dimensions,
needs to restructure the present of the Iragi mind to be a mind based on a set
of components that are the solid intellectual foundations of a social contract
that represents the national reference for an independent Iraq without foreign
occupation. For an Iraq of talents and not of sects, for an Iraq of a culture of
contribution instead of a culture of submission and submission, for an Iraq of
the principle of tolerance instead of exclusion, for an lIraq of political and
partisan pluralism instead of political oneness, for an Irag of human rights work
from a narrow biased awareness to a broad collective awareness, for a federal

Irag far from racist national standards and religious sectarianism.



Foreseeing the future of the political system in Iraq has reached a state
of uncertainty and inability to predict the course of development and change in
events, and this situation arises as a result of the lack of sufficient information
about the dimensions of the issue or situation, or the lack of clarity of the
actors affecting it, and the absence of a clear pattern of the interactions of the
actors and the dynamism of making Political decision, and the lack of clarity of
the dynamics that determine the behavior of the actors, In addition to the
acceleration and complexity of change in the issue or situation of interest, so
that following up on the details of each stage of the change process is a
complex process.

It is difficult to predict whether an internal war will arise, and it is difficult
to predict whether the political process will collapse due to pressure and
popular protest as well as external interventions. This situation is not only
related to the unpredictability of the event, but also to the consequences of its
occurrence. But the state of uncertainty that characterizes the reality of the
Iraqi state calls us to try to formulate perceptions that will help the political
decision—-maker to use some possibilities that we believe will mitigate popular
objections to his policies. To sustain security and stability and achieve a social
welfare society in Iraq, and we defined the future of Iraq with three scenarios
or scenes:

Scene one: Continuing the current parliamentary political system:

This scene assumes the continuation of the current parliamentary
formula for years to come without making radical changes in the basic
structure of the Iraqi parliamentary political system.

Scene Two: Changing the type of political system by introducing

amendments to the powers of the President of the Republic and the



mechanism of his election, and this change is linked to the introduction of
major radical changes to the political process, by changing the nature of the
political system to a political system that combines the characteristics of the
parliamentary system and some of the characteristics of the presidential
system. This procedure requires the availability of a set of considerations in
the political, social and economic reality in Iraq after Y.YY.

The third scene: the spread of a state of chaos and fragmentation in
Iraq, if the political vacuum and the state of popular dissatisfaction with the
behavior of the ruling political elites are remedied, such as the security chaos
that is spreading today in several areas of the Arab world in Libya, Yemen,
Lebanon and some regions experiencing political and security instability.

In the end, the political system in Iraq is currently going through another
crossroads, as it has always been since the establishment of the Iraqgi state in
the twenties of the last century, but the difference this time is that there is a
real opportunity for optimism about political reform, to transform Iraq as a state
into a democratic point For the political transformation in a region crowded with
dictatorial countries, but if this reform does not happen, what we will withess
will resemble the hot summer that the central Iragi governorates witnessed
before the entry of the terrorist organization ISIS into them in Y.Y¢. A lot of

his children's blood and wealth are in order to achieve that safety again.
