Abstract

Iraqi society has witnessed many societal crises and challenges over the past four decades. These crises have left multiple societal risks that put Iraqi society in a fraught environment. It is the most dangerous at the global, regional and local levels, as the Corona pandemic crisis has become a threat to human societies at its core.
